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BIFB'11 FUNDRAISER PRINT SWAP

Photographers are invited to participate in a photographic print swap.
Cost of participation $100.00 [BIFB members $90.00] which will go towards the running of BIFB’11 [payment to accompany registration form to arrive no later than Friday July 15th 2011]

Participants submit one high quality unframed and unmatted print, size no smaller than 11 x 14” or A3, and no larger than 16 x 20” or A2.  Actual Image size can be any dimension within the paper area. In an effort to keep the standard of entries high,  the BIFB reserves the right to reject images that do not conform to these specifications, or those which they do not consider of acceptable quality for the print swap
Print can be silver gelatine, Type C, alternative process, or pigment ink on archival paper.

Print should be signed on the front by the artist [include edition number if not a unique state or un-editioned print]

Participants may enter only one print in the print swap.

· Venue and date for the print swap is Saturday evening August 27th at St Patrick's community hall in Dawson St South. when we will all gather together to view the donated work, have a drink or two, and participate in the ‘swap’.

· Participating artists names will be drawn from the barrel in random order whereby they will select any print of their choosing which has not already been chosen.

· A list of still available works in database program will be  projected as print swap continues.

· Chosen prints will be marked with a red number which signifies that they are no longer available for selection and will be removed from display and bagged ready for collection.

· The draw will continue until all prints have been chosen.   The draw is a random process, and of course, the later a participants name is drawn there will be a smaller collection of works to choose from, so there is an element of luck as to what  works are available to choose from when your number is drawn.

· We would like to have all participating artists [and their friends] present for the swap, but if you can't attend:

· You may submit a list of your top five picks, entered in order of preference. When your name is  drawn, your list is consulted.   If your first preference has not already been taken, that becomes your print. If your top preference is already taken,  your second pick is yours and so on down to preference 5.  If all 5 picks are already taken, then a random number is drawn from the  remaining  prints. If you don't submit a preference list, a random number is drawn from the remaining picks, and that becomes your selection. All images in the print swap will be posted on the web at least 2 weeks prior to the swap, so you will be able to compile your preference list and email to esther@ballaratfoto.org with 'print swap preferences' in the subject line

procedure:

· Participant to deliver completed registration form, print and entry fee to BIFB offices no later than Monday August 22nd 
· Plus [important]  a jpeg file of your image,  1000 pixels on the longest side, saved at jpeg level 10. You can either burn to CD and submit with your print, or email file to esther@ballaratfoto.org  with 'print swap image' in the subject line.

· Participant [and entry] to be allocated unique number. Numbers allocated consecutively upon receipt of entry.

· All prints entered in print swap will be displayed online in the lead-up to the event on print swap day.

· All prints will be labelled with unique print number and author's name.

· As numbers are drawn, participants have a maximum of one minute to make their selection, where upon that print number is removed from the remaining selection list.

· Selected prints then removed from display and placed in plastic bag waiting to be claimed by participant

· Non attending participants will have their picks posted out in a mailing tube.

Brief Background to the Festival 
The Ballarat International Foto Biennale is a month---long, multi---event festival staged over 70 plus venues in and around Ballarat. BIFB presents a diverse and eclectic mix of the very best of photography and photographic art from all corners of Australia and around the world. The tradition of high quality Core Program shows and a smorgasbord of open---entry Fringe Program exhibitions is backed up with a stimulating program of workshops, seminars, audio---visual projections, schools education program and events for special interest and affiliated photographic groups. 

Originally established as the Daylesford Foto Biennale, after two successful events in 2005 and 2007, the festival outgrew the capacity of Daylesford to stage the expanding event, and at the invitation of the City of Ballarat relocated the festival. The initial agreement is for festivals in 2009, 2011 and 2013. The festival was born out of a passion and enthusiasm for photography, and for the first two events struggled to raise funding and sponsorship to an acceptable level. Notwithstanding, the event attracted critical acclaim and excellent audience numbers and response, but running on the smell of an oily rag meant that stress on the volunteer committee led to instability and potential folding of the association. The move to Ballarat delivered an increase in funding and sponsorship support, and the range of heritage buildings made available by the council and other organisations for staging exhibitions, along with the excellent audience access to Ballarat via road and public transport saw a new lease of life injected into the event. After the 2009 festival the BIFB was accepted into the Festival de La Luz/ festival of light, a grouping of 23 similar festivals of photography world---wide. 

BIFB'11 

The 2011 festival which runs from Saturday August 20th to Sunday September 18th will be the biggest photographic even in the southern hemisphere for 2011,  presenting around 150 events across 65 odd venues throughout Ballarat and surrounding Buninyong and Creswick. The BIFB'11 Core exhibition program features

a world class  selection of 21 shows, both Australian and international,  including  luminaries such as Iconic Czech Master, Jan Saudek and a retrospective of famed UK shooter,  the late [Brian] Duffy. 

The Core exhibition program consists of over 80 shows including artists from Ballarat, Melbourne, Regional Victoria, interstate and even overseas, with shows in the fringe this festival from the UK, USA and Canada.

Our projections program will include audio visuals from over 30 photographers covering all genres of the photo genre, from photo documentary to fine art. As well BIFB'11 will feature a range of workshops and master-classes, affiliate events, school programs, artist floor-talks and much, much more

We expect visitation numbers of over 50,000 through our core program venues, of which there are seven, all within 5 minutes walking distance of each other, and best of all, admission is free

The BIFB has already built a strong international reputation, and we expect that BIFB'11 will build on our status amongst festivals of photography across the world, and further enhance the reputation of Australian photography and photographers on the world stage.
